Course Overview
Welcome to math class!  7th grade math builds on knowledge gained in previous grades, and focuses on developing four main areas of understanding: proportional relationships; operations, expressions, and equations with rational numbers; solving problems using scale factor, 2D, and 3D geometry; and drawing inferences based on sample data.  In order to best prepare our students for the new Common Core standards, students will be taught using a technique that requires them to be actively involved in the learning process.  To do so, we will be using a curriculum this year called Eureka Math.  

Behavior Expectations

•RESPECT.  Respect yourself, your classmates, time, materials, the school, and me.  

•RESPONSIBILITY.  Come prepared to class with all materials, multiple sharpened pencils, and all homework completed.  Know that you are responsible for your learning (I will help you along the way!).

Assessment Corrections
Students earning less than 80% on a quiz or test will be allowed to correct it for partial credit. They will have one week from the time quizzes and tests are returned to correct them.  Students should make arrangements with me to correct the test after school during the week following the test.   Corrections require a parent signature.

Late Work

If students are missing 3 or more assignments and/or homework, students will be required to have a working lunch every day until they are caught up. During a working lunch students eat while they work on getting caught up in class. Math concepts build upon each other. If students are behind on their work it makes it harder for them to learn new material. Please make check Infinite Campus and make sure your child is staying caught up. This will help the whole class, so we can be productive and learn together. 

Absences and/or Make-up Procedures 
It is the student’s responsibility to get all assignments missed due to not being present in the class, for whatever reason.  The time generally allowed to complete this work without a penalty will be the number of days the student was absent.  For example, if a student was absent for one day, then he or she will have one day to make up any missed work.  Please check the “Missed Work” crate upon returning to class after an absence.
